« " ..a pivot table provides an interactive
view of your data. With very little effort
(and no formulas) you can look at
the same data from many different
perspectives. You can group data into
categories, break down data into years
and months, filter data to include or
exclude categories, and even build
charts." - Excellet

Why use a
pivot table
or chart for
data
analysis?

Easy way to make your data more
approachable — very quickly see how many
responses from any subset of your data.

Charts are visually appealing (with a little
editing) and easy to use in reports

Charts can be quickly filtered for deeper
analysis

User-friendly

Easy to share

Considerations

* Where to begin?
 Demographics
e Survey goal
* Question by question

* If you start to feel overwhelmed with the results in a pivot, ask yourself:
* Can I roll the items up into a larger group?
e Can | combine multiple questions to highlight a larger trend or pattern?

* Does this question provide the data I'm (or my constituents are) curious
about?



Considerations ||

 Unfavorable data is still useful data!!!

 Tells us how to improve (our services, but also our data
collection instruments)

* Can provide insight on things we thought we knew
